We will try to respond as 

 



   

 
 

English 

 

Children in Reception will continue to have daily phonics lessons 

every morning to build confidence in learning sounds for 

reading and writing. Children may also have 1-1 catch up 

sessions to support them in filling gaps in their phonics 

knowledge. Children will receive a word or reading book when 

they are ready. 

 

We will be continuing to learn how to retell stories such as 

cumulative stories (stories with repetition e.g. The Three Little 

Pigs). We will be using props and actions to retell the story as 

well as learning how to write simple words, labels and captions. 

We will be focusing on children’s letter formation this half 

term. 

 

 

 Maths 

 

In Maths lessons, the children will be looking at sorting and 

comparing numbers as well as learning ways to find one more 

or one less than a number. 

 

Children will be assessed regularly and activities will be 

planned each week to support their learning. They will be using 

practical objects such as cubes, compare bears, counters and 

Numicon. 
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
