Homework

given a home school reading book. This will need recording in
their reading record book at least 3 times per week. These
are checked on a Friday.

Remember the homework challenges that are ongoing
throughout the term. These are not compulsory for
children in Reception.

Monday. They can bring it home to be washed on a Friday
but must make sure they bring it back with them after the
weekend. Our PE day this term will usually be on a

Wednesday.
